RCFFYC Rules of Conduct

· No personal vehicles are allowed at camp.

· No food or drinks are allowed in the rooms. No running in the dorms or dining hall.

· Lost and found articles are to be reported and turned in to staff immediately.

· A no tobacco and no vaping policy is in force at all times.

· Students may not leave camp unless accompanied by a staff member.

· Students are not allowed to have visitors unless prior approval has been granted.

· Students are not allowed to make telephone calls during the day without specific

      permission by staff.

· Headwear may not be worn indoors at any time.

· Dorm quiet hours are from 11pm till 8am. Do not open dorm windows.

· Modest clothing and behavior is expected. Undergarments must be covered.

· Students must treat each other and camp staff with respect at all times. Campers are

      expected to be supportive of each other. Hazing or bullying will not be tolerated.

· All injuries are to be reported to staff immediately. No injuries are considered

      insignificant.

· Students requiring medication must report this to staff at registration. Any student

      using a prescribed medication for concentration and/or behavior during

      their regular school year must continue use during camp.

· Students will follow the “buddy system” while fishing.

· The use of cell phones and other electronic devices are prohibited at camp in the

      classroom, during field exercises, field classroom, meals, student projects, and

      fishing. Use is limited to the student’s room at night. At no time will texts or

      calls, either incoming or outgoing, be allowed during the day, on the stream, or in

      class. Cameras are acceptable to be used during those times.

Parents will be provided with an emergency contact phone number at the parent

orientation on the first day of camp. That number(s) shall be the parents’ first point of

contact.

Students are discouraged from using cell phone cameras on the stream. If a student

wishes to use a cell phone for photos or a digital camera, camp staff, board members,

ghillies, and other students are not responsible for damage that may occur during

normal use.

This policy will be explained to both students and parents during the opening Student

Orientation and Parent Orientation sessions. Phones will be confiscated and held to the conclusion of camp if not used according to this policy.

Violation of any of these rules may result in a loss of privileges or even dismissal from

camp. Those dismissed from camp will be expected to be picked up by their parents

immediately, and no refund will be issued.
